6. As a reminder, offerors may submit multiple offers per FAR 52.212-1(e) and the gov’t retains the right to award to multiple offerors per FAR 52.212-1(h).  Since this contract has two different types of equipment (cranes and concrete mixers), the gov’t will accept partial bids and reserves the right to award multiple contracts to multiple offerors.

(a) Method of payment.
(1) All payments by the US Government under this contract shall be made by electronic funds transfer (EFT).  In the event the US Government is unable to release a payment by EFT, the government will authorize cash or check payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act.  Prompt Payment requires a payment between the 25th and 30th day from the time the Government accepts the invoice.  If an invoice is rejected due to incorrect information, the payment will occur not early than the 25th day from invoice acceptance. Upon award of contract and prior to obligation approval in CEFMS, the Contract Specialist shall query the vendor table, CEFMS 10.114, to ensure the vendor is set-up for EFT.  The screen shall be printed and a copy filed in the contract folder.  

Upon completion of these procedures, all payments due the vendor, will be processed by wire transfer directly into the vendor/contractors’ bank account.

“All applicable taxes and duties” means all taxes and duties, in effect on the contract date, that the taxing authority is imposing and collecting on the transactions or property covered by this contract, pursuant to written ruling or regulation in effect on the contract date.

“After-imposed tax” means any new or increased tax or duty, or tax that was exempted or excluded on the contract date but whose exemption was later revoked or reduced during the contract period, other than excepted tax, on the transactions or property covered by this contract that the Contractor is required to pay or bear as the result of legislative, judicial, or administrative action taking effect after the contract date.

“After-relieved tax” means any amount of tax or duty, other than an excepted tax, that would otherwise have been payable on the transactions or property covered by this contract, but which the Contractor is not required to pay or bear, or for which the Contractor obtains a refund, as the result of legislative, judicial, or administrative action taking effect after the contract date.

“Excepted tax” means social security or other employment taxes, net income and franchise taxes, excess profits taxes, capital stock taxes, transportation taxes, unemployment compensation taxes, and property taxes. “Excepted tax” does not include gross income taxes levied on or measured by sales or receipts from sales, property taxes assessed on completed supplies covered by this contract, or any tax assessed on the Contractor’s possession of, interest in, or use of property, title to which is in the U.S. Government.

(c) Unless otherwise provided in this contract, the contract price includes all applicable taxes and duties, except taxes and duties that the Government of the United States and the government of the country concerned have agreed shall not be applicable to expenditures in such country by or on behalf of the United States.

(d) The contract price shall be increased by the amount of any after-imposed tax or of any tax or duty specifically excluded from the contract price by a provision of this contract that the Contractor is required to pay or bear, including any interest or penalty, if the Contractor states in writing that the contract price does not include any contingency for such tax and if liability for such tax, interest, or penalty was not incurred through the Contractor’s fault, negligence, or failure to follow instructions of the Contracting Officer or to comply with the provisions of paragraph (i) below.

(e) The contract price shall be decreased by the amount of any after-relieved tax, including any interest or penalty. The Government of the United States shall be entitled to interest received by the Contractor incident to a refund of taxes to the extent that such interest was earned after the Contractor was paid by the Government of the United States for such taxes. The Government of the United States shall be entitled to repayment of any penalty refunded to the Contractor to the extent that the penalty was paid by the Government.

(f) The contract price shall be decreased by the amount of any tax or duty, other than an excepted tax, that was included in the contract and that the Contractor is required to pay or bear, or does not obtain a refund of, through the Contractor’s fault, negligence, or failure to follow instructions of the Contracting Officer or to comply with the provisions of paragraph (i) below.

(g) No adjustment shall be made in the contract price under this clause unless the amount of the adjustment exceeds $250.

(h) If the Contractor obtains a reduction in tax liability under the United States Internal Revenue Code (Title 26, U.S. Code) because of the payment of any tax or duty that either was included in the contract price or was the basis of an increase in the contract price, the amount of the reduction shall be paid or credited to the Government of the United States as the Contracting Officer directs.

(i) The Contractor shall take all reasonable action to obtain exemption from or refund of any taxes or duties, including interest or penalty, from which the United States Government, the Contractor, any subcontractor, or the transactions or property covered by this contract are exempt under the laws of the country concerned or its political subdivisions or which the governments of the United States and of the country concerned have agreed shall not be applicable to expenditures in such country by or on behalf of the United States.

(j) The Contractor shall promptly notify the Contracting Officer of all matters relating to taxes or duties that reasonably may be expected to result in either an increase or decrease in the contract price and shall take appropriate action as the Contracting Officer directs. The contract price shall be equitably adjusted to cover the costs of action taken by the Contractor at the direction of the Contracting Officer, including any interest, penalty, and reasonable attorneys’ fees.

The boom consists of three full power sections. Retracted length is 32 ft 8 in (10.0 m) and extended length is 80 ft 0 in (24.4 m). Maximum tip height is 85 ft 0 in (25.9 m).

Boom Telescoping & Elevating Systems

The elevating system features a single cylinder and counterbalance lock valves which provides boom elevations from -1° to 78°.  The telescoping system features a single double-acting hydraulic cylinder and counterbalance lock valves.

Boom Head

Five 15 in (381 mm) diameter, cast nylon sheaves on heavy-duty roller bearings are mounted in the boom head.

Load Moment Indicator & Anti-Two Block*

Standard Rated Capacity Limiter and Anti-Two Block system with audiovisual

warning and control function shutdown. System's LCD screen provides a continuous electronic display of working boom length, boom angle, working load radius, tip height, parts-of-line (operator set), machine configuration, relative load moment, maximum permissible load and actual load.  The standard Work Area Definition system allows the operator to pre-set and define working areas. Should pre-set limits be approached, audiovisual warnings aid the operator in avoiding job-site obstructions. The anti-two block weight allows quick reeving of hook blocks.

Superstructure

Frame 

The frame is an all-steel, welded structure, precisely machined to accept attachment of the boom and swing devices.

Operator's Cab

The fully-enclosed, all-steel modular cab includes a lockable sliding door, acoustical lining, anti-slip floor and tinted safety glass. Sliding windows are located in the cab door and boom side wall. Vent windows are positioned under the windshield and in the rear of the cab. A tinted glass skylight opens and swings up for ventilation.  Grab bars and steps are appropriately located for easy access to the cab. Erectable swing barricades are attached to the superstructure.

Instrumentation and Accessories

Dash instrumentation features a tachometer, voltmeter, oil pressure gauge, temperature gauge, hour meter and fuel gauge. Indicators are provided for crane level (bubble), load moment, hydraulic oil high temperature and filter restriction, air filter restriction and engine oil low pressure and high temperature.  Standard cab accessories include a two-speed front window wiper, dome light, defroster, heater (engine lube oil,) circulating fan, adjustable hand and foot throttles, six-way adjustable fabric seat with headrest, seat belt and a dry-chemical fire extinguisher. 

Control

Two-way hydraulic joysticks mounted in the operator’s seat armrests control swing, boom extend, main hoist and boom hoist. Three two-way hydraulic foot pedals control the travel and swing service brake functions.

Counterweight

The 11,500 lb (5,216 kg) single piece counterweight can be removed and installed via a pendant attached to the boom.

The superstructure rotates 360° around a shear ball slew bearing with an external gear that matches with the swing drive pinion and bolts to the superstructure and the carbody. The hydraulic swing drive powers the system and consists of a gear motor driving into a planetary reducer with a shaft mounted pinion providing infinitely variable speeds of up to 3 rpm.
