1.  Past Performance (Most Important):  Offerors shall submit the following information as part of their quote for both the offeror and any proposed subcontractor(s):  
a. Successfully demonstrate recent experience with DISA integration of Joint Concept Technology Development (JCTD) applications and services with the Net-Centric Enterprise Services (NCES).
b. Successfully demonstrate recent experience in web services notification and messaging, particularly Joint User Messaging.

c. Successfully demonstrate recent experience in providing Certification & Accreditation documentation and providing support of vulnerability testing in accordance with FIPS 140-2. 


2.  Technical Approach (Less important than Past Performance, more important than other factors):  Describe your overall technical approach to include the technical solution, staffing, and management plan for this task.  At a minimum, address the following:
a. Understanding of NCES as the technical foundation for a secure and globally connected set of services supporting the information needs of war fighter, business, and intelligence entities.  NCES is deployed in a service-oriented architecture (SOA) and built upon web-based and web-enabled technologies
b. Understanding of and ability to work within the NetOps concepts employed by DoD and DISA. The approach must demonstrate the ability to deliver NetOps compliant products and services to its community of users

c. Ability to work effectively and collaborate successfully in a remote development suite environment as part of a larger geographically separated (“virtual”) development team effort, which will consist of active duty military members, reserve military members, Government civilians, and contractors.
