Dear Transportation Service Providers (TSPs):
This Request for Offers (RFO) transmits instructions for the submission of Tenders for the General Service Administration (GSA) for transportation of FEMA excess trailers and mobile homes.  The GSA, Federal Surplus Property Program is currently assisting FEMA in expediting the transfer of trailers and mobile homes to federal agencies.  In addition, States that acquire trailers or mobile homes for use in areas that receive Federal Disaster funding and tribal governments under the authority of the Post Katrina Emergency Management Reform Act (PKEMRA) may use these Tenders. Tenders filed in response to this RFO will be in accordance with terms and conditions of the GSA Standard Tender of Service (STOS) and this RFO.  Please note that in some instances this RFO will deviate from and will supersede those published in the STOS, General Freight Tender of Service No. 1-F, supplements and reissues thereto. TSPs interested in providing transportation services for this RFO must submit a Tender of Rates to this office.  Tenders accepted under this RFO will be in effect from the date of acceptance until April 1, 2008.

These Tenders are applicable to any federal civilian agency, qualified State agency, or tribal governments under the authority of PKERMA. TSPs are not required to file rates for the normal accessorial charges listed under the GSA National Rules Tender 100-D.  All TSPs doing business with GSA must have a copy of the STOS.  Access to the STOS and TSP approval requirements are available on the internet at: http://www.gsa.gov/transportation .  Click on “Freight Management” and then “Standard Tender of Service” to access the STOS.  In addition, only those common/contract carriers, freight forwarders, and brokers and shipper agents/Intermodal Marketing Companies (including each of their underlying carriers which they represent) who have met the established approval requirements for participation in GSA’s Freight Management Program may submit a Tender in accordance with this RFO.

TSPs are required to remit a 4% Industrial Funding Fee (IFF) based on the total transportation charges to GSA for all shipments subject to these Tenders no later than 60 days from date of shipment delivery.  The checks must be made payable to the “General Services Administration” and reference on the check, “GSA-GL 474.2 (followed by your company name and Bill of Lading number(s)).”  When using regular USPS mail, send the check to the General Services Administration, Miscellaneous Receipts for Non-Federal Claims, P.O. Box 979009, St. Louis, MO 63197-9009. When using FedEx or another company for express delivery, send the check to US Bank, Attn. Government Lockbox 979009, Mail Code # SL - MOC1GL, 1005 Convention Plaza, St. Louis, MO 63101-9009. In addition, a report listing the number of shipments, value of the shipments, and the 4% IFF should be sent to transportation.programs@gsa.gov or may be faxed to (703) 605-9953 attention Raymond F. Price, Jr.   If you have any questions, please contact Raymond F. Price, Jr. at (703) 605-2890 or raymond.price@gsa.gov.  Failure to remit the IFF and shipment reports could result in revocation of your Tender(s). 
Tenders must be submitted on the “Uniform Tender of Rates and/or Charges for Transportation Services”, Optional Form 280 (OF280).  Two separate OF280s should be submitted; one for trailers and a separate one for mobile homes.  Only Tenders filed in accordance with the STOS and this RFO are acceptable.  Failure to comply will result in rejection of the Tender.
Per this RFO, all Government shipments handled pursuant to the STOS will be subject to the terms/conditions contained in 41 CFR §§102-117 and 102-118.  These terms and conditions have been incorporated into the OF 280   Therefore, any shipment moving under an accepted Tender submitted on an OF280 is automatically subject to the Government’s shipping “terms and conditions.”   The bill of lading for any such shipment must contain the statement “This is a U.S. Government shipment.”  For a complete description of the Government’s shipping terms/conditions, please visit http://www.gpoaccess.gov/cfr/  search for “Transportation Management” (41 CFR § 102-117) or “Transportation Payment and Audit” (41 CFR § 102-118), as appropriate.
The following provision will apply in addition to Item 18.e. of the Optional Form 280 (REV. 6/2003):


A. Accepted Tenders may be terminated upon determination that a TSP has failed to satisfactorily respond to a show cause notice(s); and accepted Tenders may be terminated by the Government immediately upon the debarment or suspension of the TSP in accordance with the 41 Code of Federal Regulation (CFR) 102-117.


B. Upon termination of the Tender under A above, the TSP shall be paid any sum due the TSP for services performed under this RFO to the date of such termination; and in the event of partial termination, shall be paid in accordance with the terms of this Tender for any services furnished under the portion of the Tender that is not terminated; provided any such payments shall be without prejudice to any claim which the Government may have against the TSP and the Government shall have the right to offset any such claims against such payment.

The Government, by written notice, may terminate all or part of the Tenders accepted in accordance with this RFO when it is in the Government’s best interest. If a Tender(s) is terminated, the Government shall only be liable for payment for services rendered before the effective date of the termination.

CARRIER CERTIFICATION STATEMENT 
Carrier certification of eligibility for the award of contracts for transportation

A. By submitting this rate tender, the carrier certifies that: 

(1) Neither the carrier, nor any of its subsidiaries, officers, directors, principal owners, or principal employees is currently suspended, debarred,) or in receipt of a notice of proposed debarment from any Federal agency as a result of a civil judgment or criminal conviction or for any cause from GSA), or has been placed in temporary nonuse status by GSA for the routes covered by this tender as of the date that this rate tender is offered. 

(2) The carrier is not a corporation, partnership, sole proprietorship or any other business entity which has been formed or organized following the suspension or debarment of, a subsidiary, officer, director, principal owner, or principal employee thereof (or from such an entity formed after receipt of a notice of proposed debarment). 

B. The following definitions are applicable to this certification: 

(1) A subsidiary is a business entity whose management decisions are influenced by the carrier through legal or equitable ownership of a controlling interest in the firm's stock, assets, or otherwise. 

(2) A principal owner is an individual or company which owns a controlling interest in the carrier's stock, or an individual who can control, or substantially influence, the carrier's management, through the ownership interest of family members or close associates. 

(3) A principal employee is a person(s) acting in a managerial or supervisory capacity (including consultants and business advisors) who is able to direct, or substantially influence, the carrier's performance of its obligations under its contracts for transportation with the Federal Government. 

C. The knowledge of the person who executes this certification is not required to exceed the knowledge which that person can reasonably be expected to possess, following inquiry, regarding the suspended or debarred status of the parties defined in (B), above. 

D. THE CARRIER HAS A CONTINUING OBLIGATION TO INFORM THE GSA OFFICE TO WHICH THIS RATE TENDER IS SUBMITTED OF ANY CHANGE IN CIRCUMSTANCES WHICH RESULTS IN ITS INELIGIBILITY FOR THE RECEIPT OF CONTRACTS FOR TRANSPORTATION. 

E. An erroneous certification of eligibility or failure to notify the GSA transportation zone office receiving this tender of a change in eligibility, may result in a recommendation for administrative action against the carrier. Additionally, false statements to an agency of the Federal Government are subject to criminal prosecution pursuant to l8 USC 1001, as well as possible civil penalties.
