B.2 PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE:

The period of performance for this contract is estimated for one year. The printed instructional materials shall be delivered, packaged, labeled and branded to a warehouse located at Tema, Ghana.  USAID/Ghana will, within twenty-one working days of the commencement of the contract, notify the contractor of the location and details of the warehouse where the printed instructional materials shall be delivered.    

B.3 INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE:
USAID/Ghana reserves the right, at any time during performance of the contract, to inspect and or test the printing processes or the printed materials/books to ensure conformance to the terms of the contract.  The contractor shall provide all facilities and assistance, including access to any printing/production drawings and production data at no additional cost to USAID/Ghana.

The physical specifications of the printing processes and/or the printed materials/books will be inspected and or tested to confirm that printing is in conformance to the minimum physical specifications as per the approved printers’ blank ‘dummy’. 

USAID/Ghana will also inspect and/or test that the printing and/or the printed text of the materials/books conforms to the approved printers’ ‘plotter’.  The inspection and/or testing of texts shall be performed to ensure, in particular, that there are no missing sections, pages are not turned upside down, pages are correctly numbered, consistency in the insertion of texts of the required language version is maintained and the maintenance of color consistency.

USAID/Ghana shall conduct or cause to be conducted on its behalf a final inspection of the delivered printed materials/books at the delivery warehouse.  The contractor shall ensure the presence of a representative during the final inspection at the delivery warehouse to cross-check the quantities of materials/books delivered and the testing of the delivered materials/books against the minimum physical specifications as required per the terms of respective contract. 

A random sampling of, at least, 25% of the agreed quantities of the printed materials/books shall be inspected and/or tested during the final inspection.  Where more than 80% of the sampled materials do not conform to the minimum physical specifications as stated above, USAID/Ghana shall conduct a 100% sample inspection of all the printed materials/books. 

USAID/Ghana may reject any of the inspected and/or tested printed materials/books that fail to conform to either the minimum physical specifications or the printers’ ‘plotter’. Where any or all the inspected or tested teacher guides are rejected, the contractor shall either replace the rejected materials or make the alterations necessary to meet the minimum physical specification and plotter requirements at no additional cost to USAID/Ghana.
B.4 DELIVERABLES/REPORTING:
The contractor shall work in close collaboration with the USAID/Ghana Education Office and report directly to the designated Cognizant Technical Officer (CTO) for the award. 
The contractor shall provide the following to the USAID/Ghana Education Office:

a. Digital plotter of furnished titles.  A digital plotter of the furnished titles set to type with all specified illustrations shall be submitted to USAID/Ghana not more than five (5) working days following the date of the handover of the pdf title to the contractor.  USAID/Ghana will review and provide feedback within five (5) working days indicating corrections/deletions or print order as necessary.  USAID/Ghana may terminate the contract for default if following the review of plotters more than fifty (50) instances of deviation from any furnished pdf title are noted.  Instances of deviation may be counted when one of the following occurrences are noted; color inconsistency, dropping out of text of art work/illustrations, incorrect use of typefaces/fonts and incorrect ordering of pages or any other instance of deviations from the furnished title that may be considered as having a substantial impact on the quality of the final printed materials/books.  Where less than fifty (50) instances of deviations are noted in the feedback to the contractor, these shall be immediately rectified and re-submitted to USAID/Ghana within two (2) working days for review prior to the issue of a print order.  

The contractor shall commence printing of the instructional materials/books only upon receipt of the print order in writing from USAID/Ghana. The contractor shall print the instructional materials/books strictly in accordance with the plotters as approved by USAID/Ghana and shall further follow any instructions provided in the print order.  USAID/Ghana may reject the completed printing materials, if upon inspection after final delivery more than ten (10) instances of deviations (including any instructions for corrections/deletions) from the approved plotter are noted.

b. Packaging Plan. A plan for the packaging of the printed materials/books for final distribution to designated receiving offices (DEO, REO and GES headquarters) and schools shall be submitted to USAID/Ghana for approval within fourteen (14) working days of the award of the contract.  The packaging plan shall indicate the quality of material and dimensions of cardboard cartons to be used in the packaging of the printed materials.

c. Delivery Notification.  Prior to the delivery of the printed materials to the warehouse, the contractor shall notify and mail the following documents to USAID/Ghana:

(i) Copies of the contractor’s invoice showing product description, quantity, unit price and total  amount;

(ii)  Delivery note/transport receipt indicating number of packages of printed products; and

(iii) Three (3) copies of the packing list identifying contents of each package;

The delivery documents must be received by USAID/Ghana at least three (3) working    days before delivery of the printed materials/books at the warehouse.

Submission of pdf files, lithographic films, digital film and    plates. All electronic   film and files (including the USAID emblem) furnished by USAID/Ghana for this contract shall be used solely for purposes pursuant to the contract. All plate-making films made by the contractor pursuant to the contract shall be returned to USAID/Ghana within thirty days following the delivery and acceptance of the printed instructional materials.

Payment

a. Payment under the award shall be made and reimbursed in US Dollars on a firm fixed price basis according to the terms of the contract. The contractor’s request(s) for payment shall be made in writing to USAID/Ghana accompanied by an invoice describing, as appropriate, the quantity and language version of teacher guides printed and the documents submitted pursuant to the Deliverables specified in the scope of work and upon fulfillment of all other obligations stipulated in the contract.

b. The contractor shall receive payment following the delivery and acceptance of the printed guides, up to 90% of the contract price.  USAID/Ghana will withhold payment of the remaining 10% of the contract sum for a period not exceeding six months from the date of the final delivery of the printed teacher guides as warranty safeguards against product rejections, printing and other production latent defects which may be discovered either during the printing process or following storage and usage of the teacher guides during the period. 

c. SECTION C - CONTRACT CLAUSES

C.1. 52.212-4       Contract Terms and Conditions—Commercial Items             (FEB 2007)

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights— 

(1) Within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and 

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract. 

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence. 

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include— 

(i) Name and address of the Contractor; 

(ii) Invoice date and number; 

(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number; 

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered; 

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading; 

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered; 

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent; 

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and 

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information. 

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—Central Contractor Registration, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer—Other Than Central Contractor Registration), or applicable agency procedures.

(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

(i) Payment.— 

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract. 

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR Part 1315. 

(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause. 

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made. 

(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer and request instructions for disposition of the overpayment. 

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government’s convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor’s records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(r) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. D.1.     Introduction

The United States Government (USG), represented by the Ghana Mission of the United States Agency for International Development (USAID/Ghana) is supporting the Ghana Ministry of Education, Science and Sports (MOESS) to ‘Improve the Quality of and Access to Basic Education’ through a number of interventions including the Education Quality for All (EQUALL) and National Literacy Acceleration Program (NALAP) initiatives.

USAID/Ghana proposes to support, as part of the implementation of the NALAP program, the printing and delivery of literacy instructional materials for kindergarten through grade 3 of the education system.  The NALAP instructional approach is based on the design of a bilingual literacy instruction model with initial instruction in local languages and a gradual transition to English language instruction.  USAID/Ghana will support the printing and delivery of NALAP instructional materials in the eleven local languages approved by MOESS for instruction at the basic education level.

The schedule of printing requirements is provided in Section D.6 of this RFP. This indicates the categorization of printing requirements into three (3) LOTs with twelve (12) different titles (items).  Eligible printing firms are required to submit a proposal for all three lots.  
D.2.
Background

In April 2007, the MOESS announced the launch of new education reforms.  The policy agenda of the reforms focuses substantially on a restructuring of the management processes of the education sector and also on the strengthening of the academic, technical and vocational training arrangements of post-basic education.  Other education reform-related initiatives include revisions in the curriculum and syllabi at all levels of pre-tertiary education.  

Towards the establishment of the operational processes and structures necessary to enhance the achievement of the improved quality education objectives of the reforms, the Ghana Education Service (GES) has combined the Ghanaian and English language instructional periods on the school time table into a new language and literacy period.  The language and literacy instructional period for kindergarten to grade three is intended to increase instructional time and strengthen the instructional processes and techniques for the acquisition of foundational literacy skills.  

USAID/Ghana is assisting GES through the NALAP initiative to develop the instructional materials necessary for the effective implementation of the language and literacy instructional period.  Strategic oversight and the provision of policy guidance towards the NALAP design and development efforts are provided by the GES-established National Literacy Task Force. Technical assistance in the design and materials development processes is provided by the EQUALL project.

The design of the NALAP instructional materials builds on existing literacy instructional strategies and materials including the Assistance to Teacher Education Program (ASTEP) initiative and other existing methodologies.  The design of the NALAP instructional approach has also been informed by the literacy standards and milestones recently developed and validated by the Curriculum Research and Development Division (CRDD) of GES with support from the USAID-funded EQUALL project.  

When fully completed the series of NALAP instructional materials will comprise twelve versions (i.e. eleven local languages and English language) of literacy materials.  These will include teacher guides, big books, alphabet cards, conversation posters, readers and pupil books.  To enhance the design, development and printing of the NALAP instructional materials, the sets of teacher guides for each grade level have been grouped into three versions of eastern languages (Dangme, Ewe and Ga), northern languages (Dagaare, Dagbani, Gonja and Kasem) and southern languages (Akuapem Twi, Asante Twi, Fante and Nzema). 

The processes of the development of the NALAP instructional materials are ongoing.  The completion of the development of the different manuscripts has been timed to coincide either with the commencement of the 2008/2009 academic year or the period in the academic year when the usage of the materials will be most required.  It is thus important that the schedule of the printing and delivery of instructional materials, as shown in the Schedule of Printing Requirements is adhered to.  The timeliness of delivery will be a critical factor in the evaluation of offers.  

D.3.
Scope of Work

The contractor must print, package and deliver the NALAP instructional materials as stated in the Schedule of Printing Requirements below. 

D.4  Handover of completed titles. USAID will provide the contractor with the portable document format (pdf) of the completed title for each of the NALAP instructional materials after award of the contract.

The contractor shall ensure that each language version is separated and labeled clearly. The printed materials/books should be durable to last for a minimum of five years.  All materials/books should be strongly bound and finished to withstand constant handling and the environmental conditions present in remote rural environments of Ghana.  The text paper, cover card and binding requirements specified for each item are the minimum requirements. USAID will reject printed materials/books that fail to meet the minimum physical specifications for each item as stated above.  

The ink to be used for printing must be of good quality “book black”.  The face of the printed page must be sharp without any scum or tint.

The cover pages shall be pasted/stitched to ensure that illustrations or other printed text are exactly in the center of the page.  The application and use of glues which maintain flexibility during expected book life and do not dry out or crack will be monitored during inspection and usage.  The use of poor adhesives glues will not be accepted.

Page covers shall be pasted with adequate quantities of copper sulphate to minimize damage by white ants, rats and other insects.

Page covers shall be pasted to adhere firmly to the back of the books and should not drag other pages during the opening of books.

The contractor shall use wire saddle stitching to ensure that the stitch is as close to the spine as possible so that text of pages are not concealed. At least four stitches shall be applied equi-distant using rust free wire. 

The contractor shall use sewn binding to ensure that text of pages are not concealed.  Thread-sewn bindings shall be gathered in signatures, drawn on and glued into a squared spine with 6-8mm scored hinges. 

D.8. PACKAGING AND MARKING
D.8.1. Packing

The contractor shall provide packing of the printed materials/books in sealed cartons as is required to prevent damage or deterioration during transit to their final destination.  The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to extreme temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit and open storage.

D.8.2. Packing Size. Packing case sizes and weights shall take into consideration the remoteness of the final destination of the printed materials/books and the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit.  Thus all packages/parcels/cartons should be small enough for hand carrying movement.  Individual cartons of the printed products must not exceed 30 kilograms in weight. 

The printed materials/books should be wrapped in waterproof materials. The packages shall contain between 50 to 100 copies according to the weight and size of the printed products. 

D.8.3. Labeling. The contractor shall pack the printed products labeled with individual school names, or where necessary labeled for the GES headquarters, Regional Education Office (REO) or District Education Office (DEO).  The NALAP Packaging/Distribution Schedule will be provided upon award and will indicate for each school, DEO, REO or GES headquarters the quantity and language of instructional material of each item expected to be printed and packaged for each beneficiary school or office.  The contractor shall affix a white sticker label complete with the printed name and language version of the instructional material intended for each beneficiary school or office.  The sticker label shall be affixed to the inside cover of all printed books.

The sealed cardboard cartons containing the printed materials/books should be labeled clearly on the outside, with strong adhesive attached to each package, with the following information:

· Name and address of Contractor

· Contract Number

· Title of the printed product

· The grade level for which the printed product is intended

· The language in which the printed products have been produced

· The name of the beneficiary school/DEO/REO/GES headquarters

· The quantity of printed materials

· The item number

An envelope containing the above information shall also be placed in each carton. 

Every package should be clearly labeled with the number of cartons in each consignment.  For example, if there are four cartons in a consignment for a school, DEO, REO or GES headquarters, each carton should be labeled 1/4, 2/4, 3/4, 4/4.

D.8.4. Marking and Branding.  The contractor shall provide an International Standard Book Number (ISBN) marking on each book.  The ISBN marking, obtainable from The Librarian, George Padmore Research Library, Accra, shall include the international code, country code, author code (in this case the GES), title and language version of the instructional material and the check digit.  The contractor should obtain different ISBN code marking for each title and language version of the printed books (e.g. twelve different ISBN code numbers will be required for the marking of Pupils’ Book One).

The contractor shall mark each package with that the USAID emblem, and it shall be visibly and prominently displayed on two sides of each carton packed with the printed instructional materials.  A pdf copy of the USAID emblem will be forwarded to the contractor.

(i) Taxes are considered delinquent if both of the following criteria apply: 

(A) The tax liability is finally determined. The liability is finally determined if it has been assessed. A liability is not finally determined if there is a pending administrative or judicial challenge. In the case of a judicial challenge to the liability, the liability is not finally determined until all judicial appeal rights have been exhausted. 

(B) The taxpayer is delinquent in making payment. A taxpayer is delinquent if the taxpayer has failed to pay the tax liability when full payment was due and required. A taxpayer is not delinquent in cases where enforced collection action is precluded.

(C) The taxpayer has entered into an installment agreement pursuant to I.R.C. §6159. The taxpayer is making timely payments and is in full compliance with the agreement terms. The taxpayer is not delinquent because the taxpayer is not currently required to make full payment. 

(D) The taxpayer has filed for bankruptcy protection. The taxpayer is not delinquent because enforced collection action is stayed under 11 U.S.C. §362 (the Bankruptcy Code).
