Headquarters, Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA), Alexandria, Virginia has a requirement for meeting space and accommodations – within the Government Per Diem Rate – for approximately 200 attendees to support DCMA Workforce Development Conference scheduled for 22 – 25 May 2006.
Location:  The LOCATIONS BEING CONSIDERED ARE:  Atlanta, GA and San Antonio, TX ONLY.  The contractor shall provide all labor, equipment, audio/visual (A/V) equipment, food/beverage, and lodging requirements as stated in this solicitation.  This is a combined synopsis/solicitation for commercial items prepared in accordance with the format in Subpart 12.6, as supplemented with additional information included in this notice.  This announcement constitutes the only solicitation.

Solicitation:  QUOTES ARE BEING REQUESTED AND A WRITTEN SOLICITATION WILL NOT BE ISSUED.  All persons responding must reference solicitation number S5105A-06-T-0005 with Amendment 1, which is being issued as a Request for Quotations (RFQ).  The solicitation document and incorporated provisions and clauses are those in effect through Federal Acquisition Circular (FAC) 2005-08.  It is the contractor’s responsibility to be familiar with all applicable clauses and provisions.  The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) is 721110.  The requirement is unrestricted, full and open competition.   
This procurement is being solicited, offered, evaluated, and awarded using the simplified acquisition procedures.  DCMA will award a purchase order resulting from this solicitation to the responsible hotel (FAR Subpart 9.104) whose quote, conforming to the solicitation, will be most advantageous to DCMA, price and other factors considered.

The requirements for this combined synopsis/solicitation are outlined in the Statement of Work (Attachment (1)) and the CLINs and Meeting Space Spreadsheets (Attachment (2)).          
Evaluation Factors:  DCMA will use the following factors, listed in descending order of importance, to evaluate quotes:  
1)  Acceptability – Is the quote acceptable?  If a quote is not acceptable, it may be removed from consideration and the other evaluation factors shall not considered.     
To be considered for award, a vendor must agree to, and conform to, all the terms and conditions of the solicitation.  If a quote is not initially acceptable, it may be removed from consideration, and the other evaluation factors not evaluated. Acceptability will be scored on a "Pass/Fail" basis.
2)  Suitability – DCMA will evaluate the suitability of hotels submitting acceptable quotes.     


Suitability encompasses all factors that contribute to the conference attendee's comfort and safety and to the overall success of the conference held at the hotel.  Evaluation of suitability will be a subjective assessment of the features offered by the hotel. 

The suitability assessment will focus on, but not be limited to, the condition of the hotel facility (new, old, remodeled); condition of the guest rooms (designated non-smoking rooms; soft goods clean and in good condition, etc.); condition of the meeting rooms (size and shape, obstructions such as pillars, soundproofing, security, proximity of rooms to each other, etc.); hotel services; availability of on-premise outlets, such as restaurants, convenience store and fitness facility; accessibility to restaurants, airport and public transportation; characteristics of the neighborhood in which the hotel is located.     

DCMA may base its rating of these features solely on the information provided in each quote and/or, at DCMA's option, on the findings gathered during a SITE VISIT.  Suitability is a scored evaluation factor.

3)  Price – DCMA will evaluate the price of all hotels that submit acceptable quotes. 

Price is the total evaluated cost of a quotation.  DCMA will base total evaluated cost on the prices quoted for all CLINs listed in Attachment (2).  The total evaluated cost will be based on the "estimated maximum" quantities shown for each CLIN multiplied by the unit prices quoted.  DCMA will not consider prices that are contingent, unreasonable or unbalanced.  Price is not a scored evaluation factor.  DCMA will use total evaluated cost as part of its best value analysis.

Award:  The Government intends to make a single award to the eligible, responsible offeror whose offer conforms to the solicitation and is the most advantageous to the Government.  Award may be based on the basis of initial proposal submitted without conduction any discussion; therefore initial proposal should be submitted on the most favorable terms possible to the Government.  The evaluation will be based on the demonstrated capabilities of the prospective contractors in relation to the needs of the project as set forth in this RFQ.  The merits of each proposal will be evaluated carefully.  Each proposal must document the feasibility of successful and implementation of the requirements of the RFQ.  In any case, the Government reserves the right to make an award to that offeror whose quotation provides the best overall value to the Government.
